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TREASURES FROM THE CELLAR OF TRIBECA GRILL

As Wine Director at Tribeca Grill since its opening in 1990, | have been fortunate to curate a wine program that has grown or-
ganically since we began. Our opening list had only 60 selections, but we were extremely busy and as time went on our clientele
demanded more. Owned by famed restauranteur Drew Nieporent, who at the time also owned the wine destination Montrachet
down the street, Tribeca Grill gave Managing Partner Marty Shapiro and me an opportunity to expand the wine program to
suit our customers’ needs and increase revenue. Being co-owned by Robert Deniro and a short list of celebrity investors includ-
ing Bill Murray, Baryshnikov, Ed Harris, Sean Penn, Lou Diamond Phillips and others certainly helped to put us on the map.
But it was the skill of Drew and Marty, as well as our first two executive chefs, Don Pintabona and Stephen Lewandowski, who
turned the restaurant into the food and wine destination that lasted almost 35 years. | would humbly add that the dynamic wine
program played a big part in the success of Tribeca Grill.

As the list grew, we built the first of our three temperature-controlled wine cellars in the basement of the restaurant. We never
moved the wine or warehoused anything off premise. The building was the old Martinson Coffee warehouse built in the 1920’s
so there was plenty of space to cellar our wines. We had about 20,000 bottles and over 2000 different selections at the cellar’s
peak. | decided to focus on 3 regions: Rhone, Burgundy and California. Rhone and California provided value wines that
matched well with our American grill cuisine. And then over the years and after working many great wine dinners at our sister
restaurant Montrachet, with Daniel Johnnes and Tim Kopec, | thought we should include great Burgundy as well. | had a par-
ticular love of Chateauneuf du Pape and at its peak, we had over 300 different selections on the list, the most of any restaurant in
the world. You will see many classic producers in this collection - DRC, Rousseau, Roumier, Comte de Vogue, Rayas, Bonneau,
Chave, Colgin, Marcassin, and Aubert to name a few of the great collectibles! But I am most proud of the fact that all of the
wines presented here are eminently drinkable and affordable. They are wines that have aged slowly in our cold cellars and will
bring immense pleasure to drink right now.

The vast majority of wines offered here were purchased on release and stayed unmoved in our temperature-controlled wine
cellars. The others were purchased at auction or came from other restaurants in our group. There may be a little wear and
tear on the labels from many months of inventory, but fill levels are great and the wine was kept properly. The thousands of
customers who enjoyed wines from our collection can attest to the provenance and quality of the wines they ordered over the
years. It’s my privilege to present the wines from The Cellar of Tribeca Grill, a place where | worked and oversaw this wine
collection for almost 35 years!
